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1. Introduction and Executive Summary

11 CHAIR'S STATEMENT

The Serendip charity was formed 13 years ago (both here in the UK and in
Sri Lanka) in response to an urgent need created by a civil war on the island
of Sri Lanka. Namely, the need to support around eighty thousand widows,
a similar number of orphans, and numerous physical disabilities due the civil
war. Apart from these challenges we later widened our support to assist
other vulnerable members of the Tamil and other marginalised communities.

For example, our activities support vocational training for young adults, fine
arts education e.g. learning musical instruments, painting, and handicraft,
helping special needs children, and supporting children with terminal illnesses.
We are also helping women headed families with livelihood projects e.g.
seed money for small businesses, yoga for youngsters at school, supporting
breakfast for children, and digging tube wells for access to clean water.

Much of our work these days is focused towards the most deprived families
in the north, east and central parts of Sri Lanka. Last year, once Covid took
hold in Sri Lanka, we assisted day labourers’ families since their income
ceased under lockdown, provided PPE to schools, and purchased over one
thousand data packages to facilitate virtual learning.

Due to high demand we also began to specialise in Special Needs support at
our newly opened centre. For example, we run speech, art, music, and dance
therapy classes. We also run sensory rooms, yoga sessions etc.

Over the last few years, we have maintained our ‘Breakfast for Kids’
programme. We are successfully continuing our bi-monthly dry food
provision for destitute elders.

Covid seriously affected our finances and we have had to work even harder
to secure funds to support our existing projects.

For 2023, we would like to maintain our existing programs, including a
new one in 2022 helping up-country Tamil s in Central Sri Lanka, whilst
introducing a new program focusing on providing small living abodes for
vulnerable elders and single parent families.

We would like to thank our generous sponsors, donors, trusts and
foundations, field-workers, volunteers and well wishers for all the help they
have provided in 2022.

Every £1 you donate will be put to great use in 2022 to help the most needy and vulnerable. Below are some examples on how
every £1 helps.

1. Breakfast for Children

Around 3 years ago, Serendip Children's Home, launched the Breakfast Project to ensure that the most vulnerable
children in rural areas of North Sri Lanka, receive a breakfast each and every pre-school day. So far, we are providing
breakfast for 220 pre-school children in 20 schools.

- Feeding 1 child costs as little as £1 per week.
« Feeding 1 child costs £48 per year.
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2. Assisting Special Needs Children

Serendip provides specialist facilities, therapy and equipment to schools in the North and East of Sri Lanka to support

children with special needs and autistic children. This includes sensory rooms, speech & language therapy, yoga ses-
sions, and also music & dance therapy in our fine arts centres.

« A speech therapist costs £150 per month, totalling £1800 per annum.

3. Provisions for Elders Project

The Provisions for Elders Project seeks to help 1186 elders in villages in the districts of Mullithivu, Kilinochchi, Vavuni-

ya and Jaffna. Elderly individuals are provided with at least two meals per day, medicines, medical care, bedding, basic
clothing and transport to attend medical appointments.

« Just £8 will feed an elderly person for one month.
« Just £96 per year will feed 1 elderly person for the full year.

We are a small charity run by friendly volunteers across all ages from university students to retired people. We are always look-
